The number one, leading cause of concrete coating failure is from moisture. Moisture comes from con |en-
sation, sweating, and/or puddling water. Excessive moisture causes substrate deterioratidanieation |
of floor coating system, and eventually premature concrete floor coating failure. Most resurfacing of fai
ing concrete floors and surfaces are due to the penetration of moisture through the substrate which Ieaiiis

to cleaning, stripping, and new floor coatings.
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Choosing the right system: High traffic with heavy wear or low traffic with minimal Wear:|
The concrete floor coating selected must meet some or all the following basic guidelines: I
be compatible with existing floor surface materials and chemical composition |
have excellent bonding properties matching floor surface material or clean, sound concrete |
meet industry specific wear and abrasion patterns I
provide durability in excessive moisture environments |
have high resistance to cracking yet minimal shrinkage characteristics I
provide costeffective maintenance, meeting acceptable industry standards during required maintenan(#
schedules Il

Proper preparation for floor systems to adhere must follow strict guidelines to assure professional resulrs.
The surface must be free of contaminants, all chemicals that are used in floor preparation process neefj to
be thoroughly rinsed and removed, and allow the surface to properly dry for the floor coating to properl”

High Traffic / Heavy Wear Systems
high traffic and heavy wear systems generally require up to three coats. The number of coats will vary Hc-
cording to specific application. The first coat applied is called the flooring system base coat used to boﬂd.
The second coat can be various materials that are "broadcasted" and used to enhance floor coating trdctior
appearance, and resistance to specific abrasion patterns. Once this procedure is complete, the top codk(s)
are applied.
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Low Traffic / Minimal Wear 1
Low traffic and minimal wear systems require the same importance as high traffic areas, but often reqlllre
fewer or combined coatings. Broadcasted materials may not always be necessary for the minimal we
projects. I
